8. Eligibility and rule of origin

Participation is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons [participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers] of the Member States and the countries and territories of the regions covered and/or authorised by the Regulation or other specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also item 21 below). All goods provided for this contract must originate in these countries.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must provide a declaration that they are not in any of the situations listed in Section 2.3 of the Manual of Instructions for External Relations contracts (available from the following Internet address: http://europa.eu.int//comm/europeaid/tender/gestion/index_en.htm)

10.  Number of tenders

Tenderer (including firms within the same legal group, other members of the same consortium, and sub-contractors) may submit only one tender. Tenders for parts of an order only, will not be considered. Tenderer may not provide a tender for a variant solution.

11.  Tender Guarantee

Tenderer must provide a Tender Guarantee of 14 000 EUR (in words: fourteen thousand EUR) or 56 000 PLN (in words: fifty six thousand PLN) when submitting the tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance Security

The successful tenderer will be requested to provide a Performance Security of 10% of the contract value in EUR upon countersigning the contract. This must be delivered within 30 days after receipt by the tenderer of the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submited the next lowest, compliant tender.

16.  Selection criteria 

The Tenderer shall meet the following criteria:

1. The Tenderer shall be a registered firm (or natural person) capable of carrying out the specified Works i.e modernization of roads

2. The average annual turnovers in the past 3 years shall be of at least 2 000 000 EURO.

3. The Tenderer shall carry out at least 70 % of the Contract Works by his own means

4. The Tenderer also must have access to credit and other financial facilities adequate to assure the required cashflow for the duration of the Contract. The confirmation for that should be presented in separate letter signed by Bank representatives. In any case the credit amount available for the execution of the Project (i.e. not already committed to other activities) should be a minimum of 300 000 EURO.

5. The Tenderer shall have completed as main contractor at least 2 projects each of a value not less than 1 500 000 EURO and the nature/complexity comparable to the tendered works over the last 3  years. 

6. Appropriate construction equipment shall be at his disposal
