3. Nature of activities, geographical area and project duration

(a) The projects with a positive cross-border impact and in accordance with the following priorities would be co-financed within the Fund:

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

7. Eligibility: Who may apply

Applicants must comply with the following conditions in order to be eligible for a grant:

· be non-profit-making;

· be non-governmental organisations,

· be local authorities,

· have their headquarters or branch office within the Polish side of the Śląsk Cieszyński Euroregion,

· be directly responsible for the preparation and management of the project, not acting as an intermediary;

· have stable and sufficient sources of finance to ensure the continuity of their organisation throughout the project and, if necessary, to play a part in financing it;

· be experienced and able to demonstrate their capacity to manage activity corresponding with the size of the project for which a grant is requested.

Examples of preferred organisations:

· Public authorities in a border region,

· Local and regional public organisations,

· Municipal co-operation initiatives,

· Chambers of Commerce,

· Professional associations,

· Non-government organisations, etc.

9. Award criteria

Technical and financial evaluation – The applications will be estimated according to the following criteria: relevance, methodology, sustainability, budget, management, and involvement of the foreign partners.
